So anyone 65 or over as of May 1st 2023 will be allowed to golf from the forward tees and everyone 
else will golf from a tee box back.  So with, and after many different attempts to get this to work, what 
seemed to work best was what Scott Lee and I tried at the end of last year and get to the golf course early 
and put-up flags for the seniors to use. It takes time and effort but we are happy to do it for the group.  Our 
goal is to find a tee box for the under 65 group around 5700-6100 yards and for the 65 and over tee boxes 
around 5400-5700 yards.  I had overwhelming responses from our seniors how much more fun golfing 
they had last year.  So, we think this is the best way for our group to thrive and enjoy the competition that 
golf brings to us. All other golf rules remain the same.
