Today I would like to tell you a little about someone who most of you only know as the previous Golf
Chairman. However Dick Kamin has a storied past that includes many achievements in the bowling arena.
Dick joined the Marine Reserves back in 1963. We want to “Thank® him for his six years in the Service.
From 1969 through 2001 he was in Sales with a few different car dealerships. After that Dick went to work
for Larry Garetto as a Manager at the Beggars Pizza at 127th and Kedzie Ave. and also at the Beggars at
156th and Cicero Ave. Dick has been a BTC Member since 1987. His Club Sponsors were Mel Krause,
John Chasas and Ted Eugenides. Dick was Golf Chairman from 2000-2003 and again from 2008-2020.

When Covid hit he stepped down and luckily Larry Garetto stepped up to take this thankless job. For many
years Dick ran the Club Gin Rummy Tournament.
